

EAS Master Beekeeper Candidate Recommendation

The purpose of the EAS Master Beekeeper certification program is to identify and certify individuals who have a detailed knowledge of honey bee biology, expertise in the proper practices of beekeeping, and can present this information to the beekeeping and non-beekeeping public in a detailed, accurate, clear and authoritative manner. The goal of this program is to certify that those who are awarded the EAS Master Beekeeper Certificate are competent at an advanced level in the four areas in which they are tested: written, laboratory, oral and field.
A person writing a recommendation must themselves possess a demonstrable level of beekeeping knowledge and experience sufficient to make the recommendation and with whom the applicant has had personal association and has personally worked alongside in the apiary.
Persons suitable to write a recommendation may include:
· an existing EAS Certified Master Beekeeper
· apicultural extension specialist
· a professor of apiculture or honey bee biology
· someone in a related field with specific knowledge of honey bees and beekeeping
· current or former state, territorial or provincial apiary inspector
· president or vice president of a state or regional beekeeping club or association
· individual with another master beekeeper certification or similar accreditation from another granting organization or authority
Your recommendation is a significant and required part of your application for certification. The recommendation represents your participation and establishment in the network of experienced beekeepers in your locale.
